1. Overrides: Anybody who needs an override has to send me their Gnumber. No Gnumber, no override. 

2. Controls
The following classes will have controls, meaning you won’t be able to register for them until the controls are lifted on January 6th at 10 am. Students who are graduating in spring 2020 and need to register for any of these classes please email me to ensure a spot. 
BENG 214, BENG 230, BENG 320, BENG 330/331, BENG 330/331, BENG 370/371 and BENG 420.

3. Pre-requisites and overrides for core classes:

As long as you have the following prerequisites, please email the instructor of class on January 6th to give you an override for:
BENG 230 – PHYS 160, MATH 203, 213 and co-requisite MATH 214, (catalog lists PHYS 260, but not necessary)
BENG 330 – CS 112, MATH 214 and BENG 230. If you took BENG 220 please email instructor for override.
BENG 492 – ENGH 302, (catalog lists also COMM 100 or 101), All Honors students will need an override

You don’t need an override if you have the prerequisites posted in the current catalog.

4. New Curriculum – how to match up classes for students in the old catalog years.
Students in the old curriculum, which means following catalog years prior to Fall 2019: 
BENG 220 BENG 230
The correct sequence in semesters is:
BENG 230  BENG 330/331 and BENG 320  BENG 370/371 and BENG 360 
The substitution is outlined in attached revised equivalency sheet.

BENG 341 is a technical elective for students in the old catalog years. 
BENG 240 is a mandatory degree requirement for students in the Fall 2019 catalog year. Please register for the class that is in your catalog year. We can’t substitute the one for the other. AND don’t register for both or you will be dropped from the one that is not in your catalog year beginning of December.

7. ECE 301
Starting Spring 2020 we will allow students in the old curriculum to take another technical elective (from the provided list) INSTEAD of ECE 301. The technical electives will be different for each concentration:

BMSS Concentration: BENG 341, Beng 426, BENG 430, BENG 435, BENG 437, BENG 438, BENG 470 PLUS BENG 413, BENG 421, BENG 441 and BENG 475

8. CHEM 310: Students in the old catalog year with the BMSS concentration only are allowed to take this class as the ONE non BIOE technical elective. 

9. MATH 203 – 006 Bioengineering section
Bioengineering students are required to register for MATH 203-006 which includes a MATLAB recitation to prepare for BENG 214 and BENG 230. Students will need to email me for an override request from the math department. If you are in the Fall 2019 curriculum and need to take MATH 203 and CHEM 310 we will let you register for the non BIOE math class. Unfortunately, both classes have been scheduled at the same time. Make sure to let us know and we will email you a MATLAB tutorial later in the spring.
